Year 11 Pre Public Exam Timetable      4th – 8th December  2017 

 

Please find attached to this letter the pre public exam timetable for Year 11 pupils. The examination period is 

from Monday 4th – Friday 8th December. Pre-public exams (PPEs) are ‘mock’ exams which provide vital 

experience for the real GCSE exams next summer.  To this end, it is crucial that your child is preparing and 

revising fully. 

 

During the exam period, your child will come into school as normal.  However, they will be 

allowed to leave school early if their afternoon exam finishes before 3pm.  Most Year 11 pupils will 

return to normal lessons on Monday 11th December except for those taking the Art/Art Graphics exam.  

Pupils will be expected to attend lessons lessons in between exams; so please ensure they have brought books 

for their timetabled lessons which fall between exams. 

 

You child should attend each exam with all your equipment in a clear/transparent pencil case plus a calculator. 

It is important that these exams provide pupils with an experience as close as possible to the real events in 

2018. The results of the pre public exams will be used for a wide variety of purposes, eg as estimated grades 

sent to the exam boards and will inform teachers of tier entries for the exam season in 2018.
