A lot of work around courageous advocacy within the secondary phase has focused on the ‘For Jimmy’ charity, with pupils
running worships and fundraising over the last few months. Next week we have a parent event at the Secondary which will
help you explore safety in the community as well. Our pupils have worked hard at establishing safe havens, but we need the
community fo come together to ensure our sireets are safe and happy environments. Please see further information later on
in this newsletter - it is open to primary and secondary parents.
