Trinity recently received a generous
donation of a defibrillator machine
from Kevin and Barry of the
Firefighting Foundation.

Ben Lister of Blue Light First Aid (and
also a member of the Firefighters)
then arranged to train some of our
staff on how to use the defibrillator.

After a training session with Ben and
this ‘State of the Art’ machine (plus a
couple of dummies) it soon
transpired that anyone, even a non-
first aider, could easily use the
machine in an emergency.

The defibrillator machine is currently
installed in the reception area of
Trinity All Through school until it can
be moved into a secure unit outside
the school, affording the community
easy access to the defibrillator in an
emergency.
